In its first seven years, the Wine Country Celebration has raised over $2.7 million for Washington Wine Country programs that bring local organizations together to promote economic revitalization, wine and culinary tourism, and community well-being in the region.
The Beneficiary
All proceeds from the Wine Country Celebration support the programs of Washington Wine Country. Founded in 2003, Washington Wine Country is a non-profit organization dedicated to promoting wine-related tourism and economic vitality by fostering collaborative regional partnerships throughout the celebrated wine growing region of Eastern Washington, where 99 percent of Washington State’s wine grapes are grown. The region includes the Yakima Valley, Columbia Valley, Walla Walla Valley, Red Mountain and the newer appellations of the Columbia Gorge, Horse Heaven Hills, Rattlesnake Hills, Wahluke Slope, Snipes Mountain, and Lake Chelan.
